Sessions: 

Interactive presentations should allow participants to experience some portion of the presented materials/ideas such as the application of teaching methods, evidence-based practices and/or teaching or learning research. 45 minutes.

Round table discussions should include a very brief introduction to a central question or problem with follow-up questions prepared to generate a strong discussion.  Submitters should be prepared to act as facilitators.  45 minutes.


All proposals will be screened by a peer review committee.  The committee seeks a mix of proposals from various institutions that can be applied across a range of disciplines. All individuals submitting a proposal will be informed about acceptance by December 11th. The conference program will be published on the Teaching Conference Website in January.
